On August 10th, one of the members
of our community will take the

walk of a lifetime. Shannon Dilks
of 1110 Halcyon Avenue will head to
Chicago to participate in the 3-day
walk for breast cancer. Participants
walk 60 miles over the course of these
three days. Shannon has been training
for the last several months and is actually
looking forward to the more physical
aspects of training as the walk approaches.
Do not be surprised to see her walking the
neighborhood and then several hours later,
still see her walking.

Shannon will be joined by her sister
from Wisconsin to help make this an even
more memorable experience. They both are
walking to honor aunts who have battled
breast cancer. Their aunt Martha lost her battle
four years ago and Aunt Elaine is still fighting, with a good prognosis
ahead. These two incredible women were the inspiration to get involved,
however as Shannon has been working to collect her donations and train-
ing diligently, two other women in her life have been diagnosed with
breast cancer. It really hits hard how quickly someone you know will
battle this disease. But with early detection and advanced medical
research, many will win.

The main part of doing the 3-day walk is to raise funds for breast
cancer research, early detection and awareness. In order to participate in
the walk, Shannon has to raise $2,200 before August. The great thing
about the 3-day is that 85 percent of the net funds raised benefits the
Susan G. Koman for the cure and 15 percent go to the National
Philanthropic Trust.
